The student popu-
lation this year for the K-8
parochial school is 192, up
from 168 last year.

Principal Elaine Faessel
attributes the increase

primarily to the Ohio
Department of Education’s
EdChoice Scholarship
program. Under that
program, studentsattending
under-achieving public
schools can apply for a
$4,250 voucher to attend a
participating chartered non-
public school. The voucher
covers St. Augustine’sannual
$3,950 tuition.

Unlike many publicly-
financed programs, the
EdChoice Scholarship is
slated to be expanded,
Faessel explained.

Enrollment at St.
Augustine’s, which was
established in 1903, peaked
ataround 500 in the 1970s,
butbegan decliningin 1985
when the school began
charging tuition. While

many students are children
of St. Augustine Church
parishioners, many are not,
and religious affiliation is
not a prerequisite.

“We offer a faith-based
education,” Faessel said.
“We follow state-mandated
curriculum standards, of
course,” she said, “but we
also havea daily 30-minute
religion class and we begin

our day with prayer.” With
a staff of 15 teachers, the
average class size is less
than 20. Faessel said the
school enjoys a high level
of parental involvement.
“Many of our students
go on to attend one of the
area Catholic high schools,
but quite a few opt for
public high school,” she

said.
